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SCHEDULE

* Every fest-goer is different, enjoy the vibe and have fun 
finding what works for you

2 Come for the full day
There is non-stop music morning to night 
running at the same time on multiple stages

1 Arrive early
Place your blanket or tarp in front of main stage to save your 
spot and then go enjoy the music
(Day stages are come and go as you please, no tarp-saving) 

4 Come and go day stages
See an open patch of grass on a day stage? Hop in and sit down.
Want to hear another artist elsewhere? Get up and move.

5 Explore the fest (Get to know the map!)
Liquor service with Beer, Wine, Seltzers and more
Our site is fully licensed (except in smoking areas)
A Merch Tent with artist and festival collectibles
A food court with a bunch of tasty eats
Artisan craft vendors from local craftspeople
A Kids Zone with activies, crafts and free face painting

6 Get up and dance!
Feel the calling? Stand up and dance!!!
Anywhere you are is your own dance space.
If you want to get closer to a stage, there are dancing 
areas to the sides of all stages.

3 Plan your schedule
There's a lot to choose from. Get your program, read 
about the artists, pull out your pencil and make plan.

3B Ignore your schedule
As you wander between stages, youʼll likely 
find a new favourite. Go with your gut!

Bring a water bottle for our FREE water fill stations
(No DISPOSABLE Water bottles will be sold on SITE)

PRO TIPS
Fest shirts sell out FAST. Get yours early!
Check the merch tent for artist meet-ups and autographs
Bring: backpack w/ sunscreen, hat, layers, etc
(bag check in effect, no glass items)
Get a fest program and learn about the artists

WORKSHOPS
This is what youʼd expect: performances by the artist

These are mostly unique to western Canadian folk festivals!
Artists play in the round, with other artists

All on stage at the same time!
These create lightning-in-a-bottle, never-to-be-seen-again performances

Workshops
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BE A GOOD NEIGHBOUR
Only LOW CHAIRS are allowed in the main seating of ALL STAGES

And please help us keep our lovely park CLEAN!

Taller chairs are allowed in accessibility seating at Main Stage or the back and 
far sides of any stage (meaning you may need to move as the crowd grows)

TARPS up to 6ʼ x 8ʼ are allowed in MAIN STAGE SEATING ONLY
Please button up your tarps next to your neighbours so there arenʼt 

any gaps. And please keep your overall footprint reasonable
